For a collaborative approach in
looking at various insurance impacts
on Bald Head Island, BHA invited
representatives from the Village of
BHI, Department of Public Safety, BHI Limited, BHI Club, BHI
Conservancy and BHI commercial business owners.

With BHI property owners paying a premium based on home
value into the insurance system, BHA is working on behalf of
property owners to ensure they receive appropriate insurance
coverage on the back end specifically for Bald Head Island,
which poses its own unique situations. As an example, the
current process specifies that insurance adjusters use zip code
28461 to calculate repair and replacement costs. That zip code
covers not only Bald Head Island, but Southport and nearby
areas, as well, not taking into consideration additional costs such
as the barge, ferry and parking for BHI. This breakdown between
coverage and claims for BHI, as well as additional issues, was
discussed and shared with Commissioner Mike Causey.

Ever wonder where your vote would carry the most weight?
Say, for example, you are fortunate to split your time between
Bald Head Island and Charlotte, NC. What difference would
your vote make in an election in Charlotte, where the voting
population is over 700,000? What about on Bald Head Island,
where there are approximately 200 registered voters, and just
one vote has defeated a proposed bond or candidate?

If you’re interested in changing your registration to BHI,
property owners who lived in Brunswick County for 30
days prior to an election can register and vote on the same
day, as long as they meet several other criteria. Visit www.

Three Village of BHI Council Seats Open This Year

There are three Village of BHI Council members whose
terms expire this year — Kit Adcock (Mayor Pro Tempore),
John Pitera (Councilor) and John May (Councilor). If you are
interested in running for a council seat, the registration period
is July 5-19.

According to Village Ordinance, “As approved by the
ordinance in 2018, at the regular municipal election in 2019, the
two councilmember candidates who receive the highest number
of votes shall be elected for four-year terms, while the one
councilmember candidate who receives the next highest number
of votes shall be elected for a two-year term. Beginning with the
municipal election in 2021, the mayor and two councilmembers
shall be elected to serve four-year terms. Beginning with the
2023 municipal election, two councilmembers shall be elected to

“Operation Re-Forest — We Forest!”

In response to the large tree loss on Bald Head Island from
Hurricane Florence and the January 2018 ice storm, BHA’s
Architectural Review Committee (ARC) has developed a
simplified tree planting approval process, which includes
waiving approval fees and streamlining logistics. You simply
need to email Karen Mosteller, ARC Coordinator, with the
number and types of trees you want to plant in the fall
(Karen@BaldHeadAssociation.com). Reminder: You can
only plant trees on lots that you own, so ensure that you
know where your lot lines are.

This is a ONE-TIME process for planting trees. In the

future, any landscape changes must first be reviewed by the ARC.

Property owners can arrange to purchase trees through their
landscaping service provider, or BHA is working with Island

f
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Hardware to serve as a central ordering and distribution point
for new trees. BHA is also working with the Village of BHI
and BHI Club, both committed to participating in this
reforestation operation.

If you want to order trees through Island Hardware, email Pete
Fullam (bhihardware@ihandm.com) with the number and types
of trees you want by Monday, September 2, 2019. Pete will
order all trees in September, for October and November delivery.
He has been given BHA’s native plant list for various BHI
ecologies, which BHA encourages utilizing for planting. Though
some tree species may be harder to locate, Pete will contact local
nurseries to accommodate orders as best as he can. He’s also
been advised by BHA regarding preferred tree sizes.

This operation’s tree planting will occur in the fall, which is
the best time to help establish healthy and robust root growth,
which is the foundation of a healthy plant. BHA encourages
property owners to plant trees that are native to Bald Head
Island. A list is provided in the Design Guidelines, starting on
page 150. Visit www. BaldHeadAssociation.com. These trees
will help Bald Head Island control flooding as they mature by
soaking up vast amounts of rainwater over their lifetimes.; F¥

Bald Head Island’s Unique Culture

Bald Head Island is truly unique. The original property owners
of BHI, named the “Generator Society,” knew that, as well. They
loved BHI so much, they were motivated to protect it not just for
themselves, but for generations to come. So, they developed Bald
Head Association’s (BHA) Articles of Incorporation.

The Bald Head Association Covenants were drafted and
adopted by the property owners of Bald Head Island. Within these
Covenants, the property owners created the Design Guidelines
and the Architectural Review Committee (ARC) to support their
goal of “enhancing and protecting the value, desirability and
attractiveness of the Bald Head Island properties and maintaining
the environment in which they exist.” The Design Guidelines
contain basic requirements that support the intention of the
Covenants to promote a harmonious community aesthetic and a
conservation consciousness, helping to protect BHI’s environment.

With many new property owners on BHI following increased
home sales due to Hurricane Florence, it’s important to educate
newcomers about maintaining Bald Head Island’s culture of
preserving the Island’s delicate environment. One (or a few) tree
violation on just one lot may not sound like much, but multiply that
by over 2,000 lots. That affects a lot of trees that support the Island.

As “Keepers of the Culture,” Bald Head Association has
recently updated its Welcome Package. It combines information
about BHA with new property owner tips, in an effort to prevent
problems from even occurring, such as tree cutting without
ARC pre-approval. If you’d like to have a Welcome Package, stop

in the BHA office (9:00am-4:00pm, Monday-Friday) at 111 Light-
house Wynd or request one at /nfo@BaldHeadAssociation.com.

Most who visit BHI treasures her natural majesty, whether it’s
the first time or the 99th.

Proposed Revised Village Transportation Ordinance

An article in the June issue of the Island Report addressed
the background information that lead to the proposed revision
of the Village Transportation ordinance. This article delineates
the goals affecting the changes. The Village Transportation
Committee worked for three years to create this comprehensive
document. The revised Transportation Ordinance promotes road
safety and sharing of Island roadways.

One goal was to clarify allowable vehicles on Bald Head
Island’s roads. Recent technological advances allow for
previously unimaginable amenities to basic golf carts. The

evolution of electric vehicles, particularly smaller ones that suit
Island roads need consideration. Consequently, the committee
recommended two versions of Chapter 28. One version uses
the term “electric golf cart,” while the other employs “electric
vehicle.” In all other regards, the two versions are identical.
Many islanders have expressed concern over the proliferation
of internal combustion engine (I.C.E.) vehicles, notably the
number of trucks on the Island. Sharing roads with these
vehicles is difficult for pedestrians and for golf cart users. The

ASSUME that the water from high tide will level the sand back
to “normal.” YOU must fill those holes back in and level any
mounds back to flat. Help the sea turtles! Even if you didn’t
create the hole or mound of sand and pass one on the beach, do
your part for the sea turtles and level the sand back to normal.

Practice the backpacker’s philosophy of “pack it in, pack it
out” at all BHI beaches. All beach gear, including litter, should
be removed from the beach when you leave. Anything remaining
could potentially tangle up a sea turtle.

Dogs

Per Village ordinance, all dogs must be “physically restrained
by a leash” from sunset to sunrise during turtle nesting and
hatching season. But when you’re on the beach, pay attention
and keep all dogs under control. Dogs should never be allowed
near a protected sea turtle nest. If they dig a hole in the sand,
fill it back in to prevent hindering a sea turtle’s path to and from
the water. DO NOT be added to the “distracted dog owner” list.
While you’re taking a photo, is your dog pooping on the beach
behind you?

“Lights Affect Us”

Nesting sea turtles and their babies need darkness so that
they are not distracted from their path to the water. No white
flashlights should be used on the beach at night during Turtle
Season. Use a flashlight with a red filter, which gives you
viewing ability without affecting the turtles. NEVER disturb
sea turtles in any way. This includes flash photography and
shining cell phone lights on them. It is illegal to touch or disturb
sea turtles. And harassing a threatened species, which is a
federal crime (U.S. Endangered Species Act), can carry a fine of
$10,500 and possible jail time.

It is critical that homes facing the ocean are frugal in using
exterior lighting, to prevent disturbing nesting female and
hatchling loggerhead sea turtles. Homeowners are strongly
encouraged to light only what is needed when it is needed
outdoors, especially on the ocean side. And these homes must
use room-darkening window treatments to block interior lighting
in the evenings.

If you see a nesting sea turtle, call the BHI Conservancy at
910-457-0089, ext. 5. For more information about sea turtles on
Bald Head Island or to be a part of the BHI Conservancy’s Sea
Turtle Protection Program, visit their website at BHIC.org.

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BHA Boat Park — Only a Few Spaces Left

Hurry! If you want a space in BHA’s Boat Park (located on
Timbercreek Mulch Site Road, off of North Bald Heady Wynd),
call or email for your space now, before they’re all taken.
Eligible boats must meet the Village’s Ordinance of being a
maximum of 16 feet in length, with a maximum 25hp motor. For
any questions and to reserve your space, contact Pam Rainey at
910-457-4676, ext. 24 or PamR@BaldHeadAssociation.com.

Water has recently been installed at the Boat Park, with a hose
and sprayer. It’s just to the right at the parking entrance.

All boats are given assigned spaces by Pam Rainey at BHA.
Once completed paperwork and payment is returned to Pam,
she places the sticker on the boat trailer, which is valid through

December 31. Space renewal letters are mailed in December
of each year and are due by January 1. Any spaces for boat
owners who begin their lease at other times throughout the year
are prorated.

Boats CANNOT be moved to another space in the Boat
Park without pre-approval from Pam. An empty space in the
Boat Park does not necessarily mean that it hasn’t already been
assigned. If your contact information changes, send updates to
Pam Rainey.

NOTE: If you have a boat at your home, it must be concealed
(not just with a camouflaged tarp) from the golf course fairway

2019 Hurricane Season

It’s hurricane season, which extends from June 1 to Novem-
ber 30 every year. El Nifio and warmer-than-average Atlantic
Ocean help shape the 2019 season’s intensity.

For 2019, the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administra-
tion (NOAA) “predicts a likely range of 9 to 15 named storms
(winds of 39 mph or higher), of which 4 to 8 could become
hurricanes (winds of 74 mph or higher), including 2 to 4 major
hurricanes (category 3, 4 or 5; with winds of 111 mph or higher).
NOAA provides these ranges with a 70% confidence. An average
hurricane season produces 12 named storms, of which 6 become
hurricanes, including 3 major hurricanes.

“This outlook reflects competing climate factors. The ongoing

hurricane season. Countering El Niflo is the expected combination
of warmer-than-average sea-surface temperatures in the tropical
Atlantic Ocean and Caribbean Sea, and an enhanced west African
monsoon, both of which favor increased hurricane activity.”

Wikipedia describes El Nifio as “the warm phase of the El
Niflo—Southern Oscillation and is associated with a band of
warm ocean water that develops in the central and east-central
equatorial Pacific, including the area off the Pacific coast of
South America.” The dictionary adds, “It is characterized by the
appearance of unusually warm, nutrient-poor water off northern
Peru and Ecuador, typically in late December.”!ﬁ-__

A total of 22 sea turtle nests have been laid on Bald Head
Island (BHI) as of May 31, 2019, and the nesting season has
just begun. With the first nest being laid on May 15, the BHI

With over 30 years of
sea turtle nesting data, the
. Conservancy confirms
that this is the most nests
laid on BHI during the
 month of May since at
least 2002, when there

were just 15 nests by this time.
With the past two years being lower nesting years on BHI, the
Conservancy hopes this is a sign that the turtles are set to break
their 2016 record high of 102 total nests for the season.

There have also been 32 false crawls (the mom will crawl up
the beach to nest but turn back around before laying her eggs),
and the Conservancy team has been able to identify 20 of the
nesting mothers. So far, all nests have been laid by Loggerhead
sea turtles. BHI sees mostly Loggerhead turtles nesting, with the
occasional Green turtle and Leatherback turtle (the largest of the
sea turtle species).

Our sea turtle team tracks these sea turtles through flipper
tags, shell measurements and scanning for PIT tags (essentially
a microchip and similar to those for household pets). Identifying

these turtles helps create a data set, where the turtles and
their nesting history are able to be tracked throughout their
long lifetime.

Originally started over
30 years ago by volunteers,
the BHI Conservancy’s
sea turtle protection
team (now comprised
of our Sea Turtle
Program Coordinator,
Paul Hillbrand, and
six sea turtle interns)
patrols the beaches
nightly from 9pm-6am
on UTVs to track,
measure and tag the
sea turtles, protect
their nests with plastic cages
and relocate the nests, if necessary
(usually, if they are laid too close to the
high tideline). The sea turtles sure have kept this team busy.

In one night alone, the team had nine sea turtle events, with
seven of those taking place in the three-hour time span
of 12:30-3:30am.

Transportation Committee recommends a “carrot and stick”
approach to reduce the numbers of trucks. The Committee
recommends progressively higher annual permit fees for those
I.C.E. vehicles that “live” on Island (versus those delivery
vehicles that come and go on the same day). A reasonable
conversion period is part of these fee changes.

The carrot is for those businesses that convert to narrower
commercially designed electric golf carts or electric vehicles
have greater flexibility to use Island roads. Currently, I.C.E.
vehicle limitations exist only for construction vehicles on
holidays and weekends. The intent of the original ordinance
precluded any I.C.E. vehicles — except emergency vehicles and
trams — from using Island roads on holidays and weekends.
Under the revised ordinance, businesses that convert (over time)
to carts or small electrics with clearly defined specifications may
use Island roads with greater flexibility. Handouts describing the
changes to each annual I.C.E. permit applicant explain the plan
and the timeline for conversion.

The committee performed a comprehensive review of
penalties assessed for each type of violation. With new
computerized software to report and track infractions, Public
Safety officers can record drivers and/or vehicles associated
with violations. Many, but not all, civil violations begin with a
warning. Costly fines follow for repeat offenders. Towing and
impoundment or even removal of the vehicle from Bald Head
Island is the ultimate penalty.

Island vehicles, proposed Chapter 28 limits use of some smaller
electric devices. Among these are Segways, electric scooters and
electric skateboards. The existing ordinance already includes
restrictions for some of these.

The Village Transportation Committee encourages input to
the proposal. For the upcoming 2020 fiscal year, Village Council
approved a cost-of-living change daily I.C.E. fee, with 2000
as the base year. The document is a draft, subject to revision.

In April, Council agreed to public hearings on the changes in
July and August of 2019. Please submit your opinions to staff

or Council, or attend either or both of the summer afternoon
Council meetings to share concerns you may have about the host
of recommended changes to Bald Head Island’s road rules, road

Fireworks and Sparklers Are lllegal,
and Individual Burn Permits Are Not Allowed

Any firework that explodes or leaves the ground is not legal
in North Carolina. These include firecrackers, spinners, roman
candles, bottle rockets and aerial fireworks. Sparklers, defined
in the dictionary as “handheld fireworks that emit brilliant
sparks on burning,” are considered pyrotechnics.

The Village of BHI Ordinance “Sec. 16-81. Pyrotechnics
restricted” reads:

“The possession and/or use within the confines of the
village of pyrotechnics by any individual except by special
permit of the county is declared unlawful. Violation of
this section shall be a civil violation punishable by a civil
fine of $100.00. Any individual cited for violation of this

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Who Do | Call? Power Goes Out on Bald Head Island

Thunderstorms are a frequent occurrence
this time of year. Cumulus clouds (which
look like a stack of cotton balls) are formed

from condensed water vapor. As heat is
released during this condensation process, it helps
the thunderstorm grow. Condensation in the upper cloud level
forms as water droplets and/or ice and, at some point, falls to
the ground as rain.

Lightning is the giant “spark” between negative- and
positive-charged particles within a cloud. Though there are
approximately 5-10 times as many cloud-to-cloud lightning
strikes to cloud-to-ground strikes, the lightning that does hit
the ground can have many effects, such as knocking out the
power that fuels your home.

widespread the area is, and you can report an outage yourself.
Reporting an outage helps give Duke Energy additional
information for addressing the situation. In order to report

an outage online or on their app, Duke Energy requires your
location and the phone number for your account. Once you’re
signed in, Duke Energy gives you the option of receiving text
messages for progress updates and when power is restored.

Be prepared in case power is out for any length of time.
Stock your home with emergency candles, water, fully
charged portable chargers for electronics and other necessary
items. The BHA website (BaldHeadAssociation.com) has
additional resources for preparing for a disaster. Click on
“Life on BHI,” then select “Emergency Weather Information”
and “Hurricane Resources.”

If you’re a fan of nature, explore the fascinating
sport/hobby of weather-watching, including watching and
learning about various types of clouds as they form and
change.

The visibility of your address
bollard could mean the difference
of essential seconds in emergency
response time. If the address is not
easily visible, Public Safety person-
nel cannot find you.

Visibility is also important for
tram drivers, guests and renters to be
able to find the correct home. BHA’s
Design Guidelines specify everything
pertaining to size, position and colors
for a correct address bollard. Is yours
in compliance? It’s not, if your address bollard:

* is missing

* is not visible at night because of faded, reflective paint

* is not visible due to YES/NO trash pickup sign obstruction

* is not visible day or night because of surrounding vegetation
