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Bald Head Island is a unique and special Island where human development is joined in harmony with natural beauty — a 
balance that has drawn most property owners to the Island. The Bald Head Association’s vision for the Island is to promote  
“A community working together to cultivate a unique quality of life and to preserve the ageless appeal of Bald Head Island for 
generations to come.”

To that end, the BHA is charged with the effective management of Covenants, Design Guidelines and Common Areas. The 
Covenants provide that all property owners maintain and preserve their lots and all structures on them in a clean, neat, sightly 
and attractive condition and provide for the removal of trash and refuse from their homes, all in conformity with the Community 
Wide Standards and all in order to assist in maintaining the aesthetics of the Island and the property values of the owners.

The Community Wide Standards document was adopted by the BHA Board of Directors to define specifically the maintenance 
of properties on Bald Head Island. Each property owner can make an important difference by following these guidelines which 
will enhance not only their property’s aesthetics and value, but those of all property owners on the Island.

It is the intent and purpose of the Association to ensure development and maintenance of the Bald Head Island complex as an 
exclusive residential community of the highest quality and at the same time to endeavor to retain the natural, unspoiled beauty 
of the Island.

To that end, all structures shall be cared for, maintained and repaired in a manner such that the external appearance of each 
structure remains consistent with the other well-maintained structures in the community and consistent with the general tone 
and nature of the community. Maintenance will include, but not be limited to, repair and replacement  
as needed.

Property owners who rent their homes through VRBO or Airbnb are encouraged to inform their renters about Island-wide, 
back-door trash pickup service. Trash pickup is once a week from Labor Day to Memorial Day and two times a week from 

Memorial Day to Labor Day. Renters should not 
place trash at the curbside, which attracts wildlife. 

This is detrimental by not only 
providing a food source for 
wildlife but also by creating  
a mess.

•  BHA owns and maintains most Common Areas 

on BHI, which includes buffers between homes 

and the golf course, plus some park areas (not 

including Harbour park areas or The Commons at 

Cape Fear Station).
• Property owners cannot alter anything on BHA Common Area 

without prior permission from the BHA Board of Directors.

• Many homes on BHI have Common Area behind (some  

beside) their property lines. Of all of the lots abutting the golf  

course, only five lots
only five lots do not have Common Area between  

the property and the golf course.

• Property owners should know their property lines (do not assume 

you own it).• Do not assume your service provider knows BHA’s landscape 

guidelines or where property lines are located. Supervise all 

contractor work — the property owner is the responsible party 

for all violations, including potential fines.

•  Outdoor, non-baffled, 
solar lights for walkways or 

driveways are not allowed.

•  All new outdoor lighting, including fixtures 

and bulb brightness, must be approved 

by the Architectural Review Committee 

(ARC) PRIORPRIOR to installation. Replacement 

of like-kind materials do not require  

ARC approval.• Homes on BHI must be extremely frugal 

with exterior lighting. All lighting must be 

baffled to prevent direct visualization of 

the light source.• Beachfront and ocean-facing homes 

on the seaside of the Dune Ridge are 

required to prevent distraction of the 

hatchling and nesting sea turtles (May 1 

through October 31 every year). This is a 

BHI Village ordinance and enforced by 

Village personnel.

•  Cutting of the forest canopy and thinning of 

its understory exposes remaining vegetation to 

harmful salt-laden spray, winds and sand, resulting 

in damage. Changing this delicate ecological 

balance affects the entire Island, which is why 

guideline enforcement is crucial. Therefore, cutting and 

thinning should be kept to an absolute minimum. In addition, 

“opening up” landscape creates new areas of light, causing 

vines and other plants that may not be wanted to take hold. It 

also interferes with wildlife habitats.

•  BHA’s Unified Design Guidelines outline tree trimming rules.  

Pre-approvals MUST be received by the Architectural Review 

Committee (ARC) before ANY work begins. Always contact 

(ARC) Coordinator Karen Mosteller.

•  No canopy or understory trimming and no vegetation removal 

are allowed on vacant (unimproved) lots.

• Do not assume your service provider knows BHA’s landscape 

guidelines or where property lines are located. Supervise all 

contractor work — the property owner is the responsible party  

for all violations, including potential fines.

LITTER

•   Stay off the dunes. Ocean dunes offer protection from damaging wind 

and water.•   Turtle season is May 1 through November 15 every year. Help Bald Head 

Island protect turtle nests and turtle crawls. This means all dogs must be 

leashed from sunset to sunrise every day, and no white lights are allowed 

on the beach (including flashlights) and at all beach-facing houses 

(including interior windows facing the beach and exterior lights).

•   You must be a licensed driver to drive a golf cart on BHI. Please observe 

all speed limits. Pass walkers/joggers and bicyclists with caution. Always 

allow Trams and gas-powered vehicles to pass when safe to do so.

•   DO NOT FEED and DO NOT harass any wildlife — this includes alligators, 

turtles, fish, birds, foxes, raccoons, opossums and coyotes. 

•   NO FISHING in ANY pond/lagoon on BHI. If you see anyone illegally 

fishing, call 911 — tell the operator you are on Bald Head Island, this is 

not an emergency call and to notify BHI Public Safety.

Please don’t litter. If you see litter, thank you for picking it up. Collect recyclables and drop off at Public Works.

• Secure belongings in golf carts and on bicycles.

• Contain items around homes to prevent them from 

blowing away in any winds.

• Ensure contractors have a plan for litter containment 

on your home worksite.
• Secure belongings on beaches.

• Keep a handy, reusable trash bag in your cart.

• Use reusable grocery bags.

• Participate in BHA Litter Sweeps.

• Inform family, friends and guests not to litter.

• The most frequent litter item is cigarette butts. Put 

your “butt” where it belongs and dispose of properly.
